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CHRONICLE OF MAJOR CHAMPIONSHIPS

There have been six professional major championships played at Pebble Beach - the U.S. Open Championship in
1972, 1982, 1992, 2000 and 2010, and the PGA Championship in 1977 Pebble Beach has hosted the U S Amateur
four times - 1929, 1947, 1961 and 1999

Jack Nicklaus won the first U.S. Open played at Pebble Beach in 1972, claiming the third of his four U.S. Open
titles

One of the most electrifying shots in championship golf history helped Tom Watson claim the U S Open at Pebble
Beach in 1982 Watson came to the 71st hole, a par three, tied with Nicklaus Watson missed the green with his tee
shot as Nicklaus completed play at 4-under 284 But Wa t s oshod, slownhill chip shot from heavy rough rolled into
the hole He went on to birdie the 18th to secure a two-shot victory

Tiger Woods spreadeagled the field in 2000, capturing the 100th U.S. Open by 15 strokes at Pebble Beach. He
shot a 12-under-par 272 on a par-71 course

In 2010, Graham McDowell of Northern Ireland posted an even-par 284 to become the first European winner of the
Championship since E n g | aTomy dagklin in 1970

In 1977, Lanny Wadkins won the only PGA Championship to be played at Pebble Beach. Wadkins won a playoff
with Gene Littler by parring the third extra hole.

In 2019, Gary Woodland delivered a memorable Sunday performance including a daring 3-wood to set up a birdie
on the 14th and an incredible par-saving pitch from the putting surface on the 17th, to hold off two-time defending
champion Brooks Koepka and claim his first major. His birdie at the 18th to reach 13-under breaks the previous
Pebble Beach U S Open scoring record set by Tiger Woods

2024 marked a significant change for the tournament 1 its first year as a PGA TOUR Signature Event. The result
was a reimagined tournament with a central focus on the top players from the PGA TOUR competing at Pebble
Beach Golf Links and Spyglass Hill Golf Course. We were thrilled to welcome our strongest professional field to
date to our 2024 event, and look forward to welcoming back to best players from the PGA TOUR to the tournament
in 2025.

What is a Sighature Event?

Signature Events are set by the PGA TOUR ahead of the calendar year schedule. Signature Events are limited-field
events offering increased purses and FedExCup points. The fields, which will range from roughly 70-80 players in
size, are made up of the top performers from the previous season and the current season, allowing PGA TOUR
members several different avenues to play their way in to the TOUR's biggest events outside of the Majors and
THE PLAYERS Championship.

How many Signature Events are there?

The AT&T Pebble Beach Pro-Am is one of eight 2025 PGA TOUR Signature Events on the PGA TOUR schedule,
joining Sentry Tournament of Champions, The Genesis Invitational, Arnold Palmer Invitational presented by
Mastercard, RBC Heritage, Wells Fargo Championship, the Memorial Tournament presented by Workday and the
Travelers Championship.

How many players will compete?

The field has also been reduced, with only 80 professionals and 80 amateurs competing. Pros and Ams will both
compete Thursday and Friday, and Saturday and Sunday will be dedicated entirely to professional play. The
professional winner will receive 700 FedExCup Points and $3.6M of a $20M total professional purse. Some notable
2024 commitments include Rory Mcllroy, Matt Fitzpatrick, Jordan Spieth, and defending champion Justin Rose.

How do professionals qualify?
Eligibility criteria for 2025 AT&T Pebble Beach Pro-Am will reward top performers from the previous season, the
current season, and the swings leading up to each Signature Event. Fields for Signature Events are expected to be
approximately 70-80 players. Below are the eligibility criteria specifically for AT&T:
- Top 50 in the previous season's FedExCup standings (BMW Championship qualifiers)
- Top 10 available and not otherwise exempt from final FedExCup fall standings (The Next 10)
- Top five available and not otherwise exempt FedExCup points earners from the Sony Open, American
Express, and Farmers Insurance Open
- If not exempt from the three categories above: current-year tournament winners and PGA TOUR members in
the top 30 of the Official World Golf Ranking
- Four sponsor exemptions (PGA TOUR members)
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SUMMARIES AND RESULTS

The Beginning
Rancho Santa Fe-Santa Fe, California

The AT&T Pebble Beach Pro-Am golf tournament is the outgrowth of an idea Bing Crosby had in the mid-1930s after joining
Lakeside Golf Club in Los Angeles

Crosby came up with the idea of staging a pro-am competition to give Lakeside members and some other low handicap
amateur golfers a chance to play with 50 or 60 professionals who were on the West Coast during the winter months

Since he had a home in the area, and was involved with Del Mar race track, it was logical that the tournament be held in the San
Diego area, and Crosby selected Rancho Santa Fe Golf Club as the site for the event

The first tournament in 1937 was limited to 18 holes when a deluge washed out the first round, starting a precedent for future
years when weather was a big factor Sam Snead won the initial tournament with a 68 with George Von EIm runnerup at 72
Snead and George Lewis won the pro-am section with a 68. In 1938 Snead won again, shooting 72-67-- 139 and collecting $500.
Art Belland amateur Phil Finlay won the pro-am with a 134

E J (Dutch) Harrisonwonin 1939,in S n e aabsersce, shooting 69- 69-138, topping Byron Nelson, 68-71-139, and Horton
Smith, 71-68-139 by one stroke Johnny Revolta and Maurie Luxford, who was a tournament official for many years, won
the pro-am division with 130 Babe Didrikson Zaharias was an entry in the event with husband George Zaharias, a former pro
wrestler, but never was a factor in the competition

Ed (Porky) Oliver, who later gained recognition by taking 16 strokes on the 16th hole at Cypress Point, won in 1940
with rounds of 68-67-135, topping Vic Ghezzi, 69-69-138 Pro-am winners were John Geertsen Sr and Russ Osgood
with 129

After starting with some 60 players, the 1941 field grew to more than 300, necessitating two days for the first round. Sam Snead
won his third title with 67-69-136, edging Craig Wood, 69-68-137 Leonard Dodson and Ray Watson were the pro-am winners
with 124

Thefinaltournament at Rancho Santa Fe was held in 1942 with Lloyd Mangrum and Leland Gibson listed as co-winners of
the event. Mangrum had 70-66-136 while Gibson shot 67-69-136. The truth was, however, that they finished behind amateur
John Dawson, who shot 66- 67-133 Dawson, who was a scratch player at Lakeside, refused the Money Harry Cooper and
Dawson claimed pro-am honors. Cooper helped Dawson six strokes for a 127 total.

Bob Rosburg, who had lost in the finals of the California State Amateur Championship three times, and twice had
shared the lead in the Bing Crosby National Pro-Am going into the final round, finally snapped the Pebble Beach jinx.

The ex-Stanford star came from seven strokes back on Sunday to win in dramatic fashion with a 14-foot birdie putt
on the 18th hole He needed that putt to nose out Dave Ragan and Roberto de Vicenzo by one shot

Rosburg shot 72 for a 282 total, but until he made that birdie putt, a total of seven players had a chance to win Bill
Collins could have tied him with a birdie on the 18th, but 3-putted for a bogey 6 and wound up in a tie for fourth Ted
Kroll, the 54-hole leader at 203, shot a closing 81 and tied for fourth at 284 with Arnold Palmer, Gardner Dickinson
and Collins

In 1956 Rosburg shared the 36-hole lead with Dr. Cary Middlecoff at 134, but shot 77 in the final round (the
tournament was a 54-hole event in those days) and finished in a tie for third. In 1958 he shared the 54-hole lead with
Billy Casper, but shot 81 the final day and tied for 10th.

Casper set a Pebble Beach course record on Saturday with a 65 He needed only 10 putts on the back nine

The tournament was blessed with sunny, warm weather the first three days. Sunday was cloudy, but mild. The final
round attracted a record crowd of 35,000 fans
